With the end of term approaching, | would like to share a few comments and impressions specifically related to the presence
and absence of pupils at school this year.

Between the 2023-24 and 2024-25 school years, the school's attendance levels have dropped from 95.2% to 93.5%. Although
we understand that there are a number of valid reasons for absence, this reduction is of real concern.

Regular attendance is essential to your child's educational success. Research shows that there is a strong link between good
attendance and academic achievement, emotional well-being and social development. Every day of school counts.

In line with the priorities of the Welsh Government and Denbighshire County Council, improving attendance will be a key
priority for us during the next term and the coming academic year. We will work closely with our staff, family liaison workers
and support agencies to ensure that all children receive the support they need to attend regularly.

We understand that some families have specific challenges, and we are here to listen and to help.

We kindly ask you to work with us to ensure that your child attends school every day, on time, and is ready to learn. Your
support is the key to ensuring the best results for our children.
