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Dear Parents

Welcome back after the summer holiday. A special welcome to 13 children who are starting the Nursery
class. We hope that they will be very happy here at Ysgol Llanfair. This is an exciting time for Ysgol Llanfair
and | look forward to working with the pupils, parents, staff and governors whilst preparing to move to a new
school site.

Dinner and Snack Money to be in on Mondays for the week or at the beginning of every half term in an
envelope with the child’s name clearly marked. Dinners cost £2.20 per day (£11 for a week; £83.60 for this
half term). Cheques to be made payable to Denbighshire County Council. Snacks costs £1 per week,
cheques made payable to the school.

Swimming Lessons — There will be no swimming lessons this term as the pool in Ruthin will be closed.

PE Lessons - PE kits should be brought to school on these days:
Reception - Friday; Yr 1 & 2 — Monday & Tuesday; Yr 3 & 4 — Monday & Tuesday; Yr 5 & 6 — Thursday &
Friday.

Wellingtons - We ask that Nursery, Reception, Yr 1 and 2 children bring a pair of wellingtons to school,
printed with their names, to keep here for the year.

Sports Club & Football Club - Every Tuesday at 3.15-4.15pm for years 3-6. We ask kindly for a donation
of £1 per child to buy resources. Starts Tuesday, 18 September.

Parking — A reminder that everyone who bring their children to school by car should park at Neuadd Eleanor
and walk to the school gate. As advised by the Health and Safety officials from the county, we ask all parents
to kindly refrain from parking on the pavement outside school or up the narrow vicarage lane. Please inform
all relatives, friends or neighbours who occasionally come to pick your children from school. There is a
footpath leading from the village hall, through the church grounds and out opposite the school. This would be
much safer than walking on the narrow pavement by the White Horse. We also ask that all children who walk
to school or come by car wear a yellow 'high vis' jacket. These parking rules also apply to parents
bringing their children to the Breakfast Club. Thank you for your co-operation.

Attendance - The County continue to closely monitor attendance in schools. We must receive a telephone
call or letter to explain any absences, otherwise the absence will be unauthorised. Term time holidays will
also be recorded as unauthorised absences. | would also like all children to be at school by 8.50a.m.
Children arriving after registration will be marked 'late' - therefore unauthorised.

Instrumental Lessons — We must receive payments for each term before the lessons start. We therefore
ask that all those receiving instrumental lessons in school bring this term’s payment of £60 to school by next
Monday, 10 September.

Owain Glyndwr Day — On Friday, 14 September we will be celebrating Owain Glyndwr day. We ask that
the children come to school wearing a suitable costume from the period — e.g. prince or princess. If you do
not have a suitable costume, we ask that the children wear something red or yellow.



General Parents’ Evening — These will be general information evenings for parents outlining the classes’
work and organisation on Wednesday afternoon, 26 September. Yr 1 & 2 parents at 3.30pm and Yr 3-6
parents at 4.00pm.

Emergency Contact Details — It is vitally important that we have up-to-date phone and contact details for
every child. If your details have recently changed in any way, please send a note or email to school with the
new details.

Mathematics Lessons Yr 3-6 - Arrangements for Mathematic lessons have changed this year. After
considering the pupils’ scores in the National Tests and teacher assessment the pupils will be divided into
three teaching groups.
