Dear Parents, 
 
Re: School Closure Arrangements Due to Severe Weather- School Procedrues- A reminder. 
 
Happy New Year to you all. 
 
I am sure the pupils are looking forward to returning to Ysgol Pen Barras tomorrow. We look forward to welcoming each 
and everyone back to school. You will be aware of the recent winter weather conditions which have casued disruption in 
Denbighshire ac across other parts of Wales. With this in mind, please see below arrangements when it is  
necessary to close the school due to severe weather conditions. 
 
 The decision to close a school is never taken lightly. We fully understand and appreciate the impact this can have on 
families — disruption to work, the need for emergency childcare, and of course, children missing a day of education. 
 
However, when severe weather affects the area, a detailed risk assessment must be carried out on School site, focusing 
on the following key areas: 
 
•  Staffing levels 
•  Site safety (including the School site car park) 
 
We will aim to confirm any decision regarding school closure with parents and families as early as possible. An email will 
be sent to parents by 7:30am on the day, or as soon as is practically possible. A statement will also be posted on our 
Facebook page. 
We will notify Denbighshire County Council, and any decision to close will be included on their website: 
Emergency school closures | Denbighshire County Council 
 
We will not contact parents if the school is open — please assume the school is open unless you are informed otherwise. 
 
We will work closely and communicate with Ysgol Stryd y Rhos and, naturally, remain in contact with other local schools 
within the cluster. 
 
If the decision is made to close the school, this will also include the closure of the Breakfast Club and After-School Club. 
 
We will, of course, continue to monitor the weather forecast closely.
